This means that the same broad school curriculum will be delivered whilst pupils are in school or if local restrictions require pupils to isolate or remain at home. 
This information is intended to provide clarity and transparency for Transform pupils and parents/carers about what to expect during remote education. 
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	What is remote education?             
Learning that takes place at home or away from school. Pupils will be supported by school by engaging in age and stage appropriate learning tasks, often with the use of technology to support connection, feedback and active participation. 


What should my child expect of remote education in the first day or two of pupils being sent home?
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	· Early Years: Up to 2 hours per day 
· Key Stage One (Years 1 and 2): Up to 3 hours per day 
· Key Stage Two (Years 3, 4, 5 and 6): Up to 4 hours per day



How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child to complete each day? On the first day of isolation, a member of school staff will make telephone contact to explain how your child will be supported during their period of self-isolation or local restrictions. The school will check whether an adult is able to support at home and if your child has access to stationery and learning resources required. This may include access to technology. Schools will work with families as much as possible to ensure they have all of the equipment they need.

How will my child access any online remote education you are providing?

Children will access their online learning via the Showbie digital platform. Your child will be provided with their individual login details by their class teacher, which will allow them to access and complete the work, as well as view any support materials that their teacher has uploaded.
For videos on how to best support your child using Showbie, please see the Blended Learning at Home page on the school’s website.


How will my child be taught when they are working at home?
We use a combination of the following approaches to teach pupils remotely:
· Work will be set daily on Showbie with support materials.
· recorded teaching (e.g. White Rose maths videos, video/audio recordings made by teachers)
· Children will be directed to BBC bitesize, Times Tables Rockstars, Spelling Shed and Purple Mash to consolidate learning. 
· A staff member will be in touch on a weekly basis to provide welfare and wellbeing support.


Engagement and feedback
What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support that we as parents and carers should provide at home?
· Children are expected to engage with the work that is set for them daily, this includes two core subjects and one from the wider curriculum. If the child is unable to engage with the work on a certain day (for example, they are ill), please contact their class teacher via Class Dojo by 9:30am on the day.
· It is an expectation that you support your child to the best of your ability with their online learning. It is recommended that you set a daily routine. 
How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?
· Children’s engagement with their online learning will be monitored daily by their class teacher and SLT. This will be done by your child’s class teacher filling out an engagement tracker whilst they mark and provide feedback on Showbie. 
· If a child is not engaging with their online learning, their class teacher will contact the parent to check to see if there are any issues and offer support. If a child continues not to engage with home learning, then a member of SLT will call them.








How will you assess my child’s work and progress?
Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. We recognise the importance and impact of praise and feedback so your child’s work will be celebrated throughout this period.
· Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. For example, whole-class feedback or quizzes marked automatically via Showbie are also valid and effective methods, amongst many others. Our approach to feeding back on pupil work is as follows:
· Children will be provided feedback on their English (writing, reading, spelling) and Maths daily. This feedback will be given on Showbie via written comments, voice notes and ticks.
· Children will be provided feedback for their wider curriculum work weekly and this will be provided on Showbie via written comments, voice notes and ticks.

How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional learning needs to access remote education?
In Transform Trust, our motto is Together We Achieve and we recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils in the following ways:

Where necessary, for those working below age-expected levels, differentiated tasks/activities will be provided on Showbie in the relevant subject. Additional communication may take place between school and home and further support provided in order to remove any barriers. Additional, specific resources for children on an EHCP, being educated at home, will be sent or posted online, to help these pupils work towards individual targets on their EHCP. Resources and advice will be provided, such as social stories and advice for home learning for children with specific SEND needs, and communication will take place with other outside agencies to help remove possible barriers. Class teachers and SENCO will be available via dojo and email to offer any advice required.
· We will provide differentiated work and pre-organised learning packs to continue to support Provision Map/IEP/EHCP and curriculum targets
· Ensure that there is a continuation in a child’s provision where possible for example, virtual small group interventions. This will support the connection and relationship between school staff and your child.
· Provide further support to both parents and children with SEND, where needed, to enable children to access the learning through online communication platforms or telephone communication
· Continue to liaise with all agencies supporting individual children and attend any prearranged meetings during this time i.e. TAC meetings or annual reviews
· Continue to meet their statutory obligation with regards to the Code of Practice and legal time frames, with particular reference to EHCP applications and annual reviews.
· Seek feedback from parents with regards to confidence of delivery of personalised learning activities and provide support where necessary.
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
