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A) Summary of School Parliament successes 

15+ School Parliament Meetings during the school year (3 per half-term)
10+ Class Council meetings during the school year (2 per half-term)

During Autumn 22:
· 2 charitable fundraising events for Children in Need and Save the Children.
· 1 fundraising event to raise money for the School Parliament priorities.
· A Christmas Jumper collection and free-giveaway.
· New School Parliament and Class Councillors elected in each class from Reception to Year 6.
· Campaign to #LetGirlsPlay to encourage equality in football begun.
· Whole school assembly on positive values in football.

During Spring 23:
· Diversity Day- celebrating the protected characteristics and the British Values of individual liberty and tolerance.
· #LoveFoodHateWaste Campaign with training for 50 children from Derby City Council’s Environmental Team on how to reduce food waste.
· Whole school assembly led by the School Parliament team, in collaboration with the EcoBugs, on how to reduce food waste in school.
· Introduction of a salad bar to increase choice in vegetable options and reduce waste.
· #LetGirlsPlay continued with the formation of a team and training delivered by chair of governors, Jess Hall.
· The newly-formed girls football team took part in the Transform Trust tournament.
· 1 charitable fundraising event for Comic Relief.

During Summer 23:
· Meat-free Monday trial lunch and feedback survey designed for all stakeholders, including children and families.
· Democracy in action: Elections for the new School Parliament Leaders took place with 2 rounds of elections to elect a new set of 4 leaders. Everyone from Reception to Year 6 involved.
· Community Action Week: fun run to raise money for Bridge the Gap with a special assembly from the BTG team to explain their work to the school.
· 1 additional charitable fundraising event for the BookTrust (Pyjamarama).
· #LetGirlsPlay Wild Cats football training sessions started after school and open to all KS2 girls.

B) Children’s Voice at Lawn
Ideas and projects suggested by children from across the school (through Class Councils) voted for by the elected reps in School Parliament meetings. All of the campaigns below were suggested by the children of Lawn not the adults!

1) #LetGirlsPlay campaign to encourage equality in football.
2) Diversity Day- Friday 10th February.
3) #LoveFoodHateWaste campaign to reduce foodwaste.
4) Meat-free Monday trial.

1) Campaign to #LetGirlsPlay to encourage equality in football.

During one of our School Parliament meetings a rep reported that girls in their class wanted more chances to be able to play football as they found it hard to join in the main football matches on the playground.   We investigated the issue by asking at our next Class Council and then had a special parliament meeting about girls’ football, inviting Mrs Burton as lunchtime leader and Mrs Wilkins as PE leader along to find out their views on the issues.

We decided in Parliament to lead an assembly to share our ideas with the whole school.  We shared the #LetGirlsPlay campaign and invited Laura, leader of Treehouse Club, to come to do a special interview at the front of the assembly about her playing for the Nottingham Forest women’s team.

We also decided to share Gareth Southgate’s campaign for the FA about positivity in football as we thought this would also help to create a positive atmosphere on our football pitches so that all children could join in comfortably.

Following the assembly, more than 20 KS2 girls and their families contacted school who to join in girls’ football training.  As a result, Mrs Wilkins has been able to request that SoccerStars begin a WildCats girls football club afterschool which is due to begin in March.  She has also arranged for a girls football team to take part in the Transform Trust 7-a-side tournament on February 1st, which Jess Hall has kindly volunteered to train the girls for during lunchtimes.

2) Diversity Day- Friday 10th February

The Vice-Chair of the School Parliament, Rosenwyn, had the idea for a Diversity Day to celebrate the diversity amongst all of the children in our school.  We invited Miss Alexander, who is the Diversity, Equality, Inclusion and Belonging leader, to attend Parliament as a special visitor.  On Friday 10th February the whole school dressed in a way that expressed their own identity and learnt about the protected characteristics.

3) #LoveFoodHateWaste campaign to reduce food waste.
A concerned Year 3 student raised their worries about food waste at their Class Council meeting; Parliament then agreed that this was a pressing issue and decided to act.   Following the #Love food, hate waste campaign led jointly by the School Parliament and the Eco-Bugs, there is now a salad bar available to all year groups. The teams of leaders observed food waste, surveyed children about which types of food they wasted and why, and came up with solutions. Older children are now able to choose the salad bar instead of the hot vegetables. Younger children can have the salad bar in addition and are served by an adult. This has reduced food waste of vegetables and has increased consumption of vegetables. The trial of choosing between the hot or cold vegetables/salad options will be gradually rolled out to further year groups, which should further decrease food waste. The Eco-Bugs and School Parliament Reps also attended training led by Derby County Council. 

4) Meat-free Monday trial.

At a School Parliament meeting, one of the Year 6 leaders raised their concerns about the negative impact of eating meat on the environment and suggested that we trial Meat-Free Monday. Following the meat-free Monday trial and consultation, meat-free Monday will be introduced as part of the 3 week menu cycle. This was in response to positive feedback from our children (surveyed in each class) and a parental questionnaire which received 55 responses, with the majority in favour of the introduction of meat-free Monday. 


C) Charitable Fundraising by the School Parliament in 2022/23

Children In Need Day- Friday 20th November 2022
The School Parliament designed a day of fun for Children in Need day with 3 awards for each class to give out to the best-dressed Pudseys! The children across the school were keen to have a fashion show in a whole school assembly, which went down a treat.  £270 was raised for Children in Need.

Christmas Jumper Day- Save the Children- Friday 16th December 2022
The children across the school voted during their class council meetings for which charity they would like to fundraise for on our Lawn Christmas Jumper Day, with the choice between Save the Children and Derbyshire YMCA.  Overwhelmingly, the vote was in favour of Save the Children.  The children wanted to encourage home-made efforts to save parents money so they had an award in each class for the ‘most creative home-made Christmas jumper’.  Due to the cost of living crisis a reminder to donate money was not sent out, but any donations made on the day have been sent to Save the Children.

Christmas Jumper Collection and Free-Giveaway
To help families with Christmas Jumper Day (and the cost of living crisis) we collected unwanted jumpers and then sorted them out and had a give-away a few days before Christmas Jumper day.  We received 43 jumpers and were able to give them all away to a new home!

Comic Relief- Red Nose Day- Friday 17th March
This year we marked Red Nose Day by selling the new eco red noses to raise funds for Comic Relief.  Plenty were sold and £604.30 was raised for Comic Relief.

Pyjamarama Day- The Book Trust- Friday 16th June
This coincided with Community Action week and the fun run, so the School Parliament decided to run a cake sale at break time for just 20p a cake.  This would avoid confusion over the fundraising for the Bridge the Gap fun run. £151 was raised for The Book Trust.

Community Action week fundraising for Bridge The Gap- fun run on Friday 16th June
For Community Action week the Transform Trust Parliament Reps brought to parliament their idea to support Bridge The Gap, a Derby charity that supports young people and their families with mental health and wellbeing.  It was a popular choice as it was local and Mrs Hallam and Mrs O’Hare were able to explain how Bridge The Gap have already been supporting families at our school.  During Community Action Week Nikkia and Jennifer from BTG came into school to lead a whole school assembly and then started the fun run off for us too.  More than £2000 was raised!

Additional fundraising linked to pupil voice
During their topic about refugees in Spring this Year 3, a devastating earthquake struck the area of Syria and Turkey which worried the children who were learning about refugees living in camps in the area and wanted to help to give them a place to live again. Year 3 raised £54.53 for the earthquake appeal for Syria and Turkey.  Their aim was to raise £11 to buy a temporary shelter for people left homeless. Enough for 4 families to receive a temporary shelter with money left over to go towards other essential supplies such as water and food. The money was donated to the International Rescue Committee.

Fundraising for the School Parliament Priorities- The Bottle Battle

The School Parliament planned an affordable fundraising event, bearing in mind the cost of living crisis.  Each class received a bottle to collect loose change in with any coin of 20p or less being accepted.  To add to the competitive element the Parliament decided that the class in each year group which filled the most bottles would get to have a non-uniform day.  The fundraiser was very successful and raised:
£397.

The leaders of School Parliament bought lanyards for each leader to help children to identify them and also a badge for each School Parliament Rep and Class Councillor across the school.
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
