A) Summary of School Parliament in the first half-term of Autumn 23

During the first half-term of Autumn 22:
· New School Parliament and Class Councillors elected in each class from Reception to Year 6.
· New School Parliament leaders (Chair, Vice-Chair, Secretary and Tresurer) have begun their leadership role, working along the two Transform Trust Parliament Reps from Year 6.
· 3 Parliament meetings and 2 Class Councils held.
· 2 charitable fundraising events planned for Children in Need and Save the Children.
· 1 fundraising event (The Bottle Battle) to raise money for the School Parliament priorities.
· Visit from Pauline Latham MP arranged to talk to KS2 about her role and careers opportunities in politics (rescheduled to Autumn 2 due to ill-health).
· A Christmas Jumper collection ready for the PTFA School Fair.
· New adult member of the School Parliament co-opted to increase communication with the Admin Team and the PTFA: Victoria Smith.  Miss Smith will start attending meetings from November 13th.


B) Children’s Voice at Lawn
Ideas and projects suggested by children from across the school (through Class Councils) voted for by the elected reps in School Parliament meetings. All of the campaigns below were suggested by the children of Lawn not the adults!

1) Review the Lawn Values with a view to adding Creativity.
2) Gather pupil voice on the popular Sing-Up assemblies.
3) Get Forest School up and running and to make more use of the school grounds in general.

1) Review the Lawn Values with a view to adding Creativity.
As soon as the four Parliament Leaders were elected last July, they began to have committee meetings together.  A key priority for them was to have more creative opportunities across the school curriculum, not only in art and music lessons.

They thought that it would be a good idea to add a new value of Creativity to the Lawn values so that children can be recognised for using creativity and so that it would also be at the forefront of teachers’ minds when planning their lessons.  The governors’ thoughts on this addition are requested!

2) Gather pupil voice on the popular Sing-Up assemblies.
During one of our recent School Parliament meetings a rep from Year 5 brought the idea of asking children which songs they would like to sing during Sing-Up assemblies.  (This had been raised during a Y5 Class Council meeting in October.)  The general feeling amongst the School Parliament was that Sing-Up was very popular with their classmates and that lots of children really looked forward to it.  

The School Parliament decided that they would ask children about their ideas for old favourites that should make a come-back and also for new song ideas during the next Class Council meeting in November.

3) Get Forest School up and running and to make more use of the school grounds in general.
Seb, who is Head-Boy and also a Transform Trust Parliament Rep, is keen to see the Forest School programme up and running at school.  He and Ava, who is Head-Girl and our second TT Parliament Rep, also want to see the grounds used more widely for other lesson activities beyond Forest School sessions.  School Parliament will liaise with the PTFA on fundraising efforts to buy the equipment needed for Forest School.


C) Planned Charitable Fundraising during Autumn 2023

Children In Need Day- Friday 17th November 2023
The Parliament Representatives were keen to have a bake-sale but the admin team advised against this due to difficulties with allergies and having leftovers following a bake sale last year.  There will be a dress-up day for children to wear yellow or spotty outfits, with a £1 donation to Children In Need and by popular request an assembly fashion show with certificates for the best costumes- to be voted by the School Parliament Leaders.

Christmas Jumper Day- Thursday 7th December 2023
The children across the school will have a vote during their class council meetings for which charity they would like to fundraise for on our Lawn Christmas Jumper Day, with the choice between Save the Children and Derbyshire YMCA.  

Christmas Jumper Collection and Free-Giveaway
To help families with Christmas Jumper Day (and the cost of living crisis) we will collect unwanted jumpers and then sort them out.  There will be a Christmas Jumper stall at the PTFA’s Christmas Fair on Friday 1st December.  Last year we received 43 donations, so we hope for a similar number to be donated this year.

Fundraising for the School Parliament Priorities- The Bottle Battle

The School Parliament decided to repeat their affordable fundraising event, bearing in mind the cost of living crisis.  Each class has received a bottle to collect loose change in with any coin of 20p or less being accepted.  To add to the competitive element the Parliament decided that the class in each year group which filled the most bottles would get to have a non-uniform day.  Last year £397 was raised and there are hopes that this year will be just as successful!  

Funds raised will be spent as the School Parliament decide with anticipated spending on lanyards for the School Parliament Leaders and sharing money between the classes for additional materials for science, art and Design Technology projects.
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
